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MUSICAL TERMS

The following terms are either taken from this teaching guide or they are related to the musical
selections that will be heard at the WSO Educational Concert “Big Bad Brass Bash!”

BAND: An orchestra without strings (also called “concert band”)

BATON: The small white stick used by the conductor to beat time. He also leads the orchestra with
gestures and eye contact from the podium.

BEAT: The strong pulse in each measure. For example, 1- 2 is a walking beat; 1-2-3- is the beat of a
waltz.

BELL: The open, flared end of a brass or wind instrument from which the sound emanates.
BORE: The interior of the tubing of a brass or wind instrument.
COLOUR: see “Tone Colour” below

CONCERTMASTER: The leader of the string section. He/she is responsible for marking the direc-
tions of bow strokes in the score for the string players. He/she sits to the left of the conductor
and enters just before him. He/she directs the oboe play the note “A” for tuning the orchestra.

CONCERTO: A composition for a solo instrument and orchestra.

CORNET: A relative of the trumpet, with a cylindrical bore, that is used occasionally in the modern
orchestra, but more often in brass and military bands.

CRESCENDO: The gradual increasing of the volume of sound.
CROOK: A detachable section of tubing used to give a brass instrument a wider range of pitch.
DIMINUENDO: The gradual decreasing of the volume of sound.

DYNAMICS: Volume levels in music. “Dynamic markings” -- the words added to the score by the
composer to describe the level of volume -- include piano (quiet), mezzopiano (medium
quiet), mezzoforte (medium loud) and forte (loud).

EMBOUCHURE: The mode of applying the lips to the mouthpiece of a brass or wind instrument.

FANFARE: A flourish of trumpets (sometimes with other brass instruments), used to mark the start
of an event

GLISSANDO: The effect created by “sliding” from one pitch to another a distance away, so that
each note in between sounds briefly.

HARMONY: When more than one note sounds at the same time. Selecting certain notes and play-
ing them together create chords; they can influence the feel of a piece.

HORNPIPE: A traditional sailor’s dance.

MELODY: The “tune” of the piece; the melody is the part of the music you might hum to yourself
long after the concert. Notes are connected by a series of steps, called intervals. The melody
moves through them or by leaping between the notes.

MOOD: all of the elements that come together to create the overall effect, or mood, of the music.

MOUTHPIECE: The part of a brass instrument to which the player applies his or her lips to make a
sound.

MOVEMENT: A section of a piece of music: for example, a symphony usually has four movements,
and a concerto will usually have three.

ORCHESTRATION: The process of assigning musical notes to the various instruments in the
orchestra.

PIECE: A musical composition is often referred to as a “piece of music’, or just “a piece.”
PISTON VALVE: The type of valve found on the trumpet and tuba, which moves up and down.
PITCH: The high or low level of a note relative to the whole scale.

POSTHORN: An early brass instrument without keys or valves originally used to signal the arrival
of the mail coach.

RANGE: the compass of an instrument or voice, or of a piece of music, from the lowest note to the
highest; the interval between those notes.

REED: the thin piece of cane that is attached to a mouthpiece in wind instruments. It vibrates
to create the sound. Single reed instruments are the clarinet and saxophone. Double reed
instruments: oboe, English horn and bassoon.



RHYTHM: The pulse of the music
ROTARY VALVE: The type of valve found on the French horn, with flat, paddle-like keys.

SCORE: The written music of every instrument of the orchestra that the conductor reads while
conducting.

SERPENT: A precursor of modern brass instruments developed in the late 1500s

SLIDE: The long, U-shaped piece on the trombone that is used to alter the length of the air
column, thereby changing the pitch.STACCATO: The style of playing or singing that creates
a short, crisp detached sound.

TEMPO is the speed at which a piece of music is played. Some different tempos used by
composers are:

Allegro (fast) Allegro moderato (moderately fast)
Vivace (lively) Andante (fairly slow: at a walking pace)
Tempo di valse (waltz time) Largo (slow and broad)

TEXTURE: the different ways instruments are combined to change the feel of the music.

TONE COLOUR: the characteristic of sound that allows us to tell one instrument from another.
Another word for “tone colour”is timbre (pronounced “tam-burr”.

VALVE: The “keys” on a trumpet, tuba or french horn that are used to change pitch by altering the
length of the instrument’s air column.

VIBRATION: Made when air passes across a reed or through the bore of a brass instrument, creat-
ing a rapid fluctuation of sound waves

WORK: A word, which is often used to refer to a piece of music, usually a larger composition (i.e.
“Hornpipe”is part of a larger work by Handel called Water Music).
